Dates:  From October 2019 to July 2020 (both inclusive).
Place: San Clemente, Cuenca, Spain. San Clemente has a population of about 7.300 inhabitants.
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Hosting organization summary:

Our organization, San Clemente Town Hall, hosting, sending and coordinating organization, develops some services and programs for the entire population in the area of ​​social services, employment, local development, environment, consumer, sports, culture, drug prevention, care childhood, youth ... and throughout the year, some educational, cultural and sporting activities are organized, etc. It counts with professionals working in different fields of work.
It is accredited as a host organization since 2005. Since 2007 he is also accredited as a coordinating organization and since 2015 as a sending organization. It has developed fifteen EVS projects and has hosted 50 volunteers from different European countries: Italy, France, Belgium, Poland, Germany, Hungary, Slovakia, Bulgaria, Austria, UK ... under the Youth in Action Program.
Being a public body, it has a staff trained to carry out the project.

Project summary:
Our project has a duration of 10 months (from October 2019 to July 2020). 

Two volunteers will participate in it and carry out the following activities:
• They will support the work of educators at the Municipal Nursery School from Monday to Friday from 9.00 to 14.30. This center has a team of six professionals responsibles for developing the educational project, aimed at 70 children from 5 months to 3 years old. Here, volunteers will realize some tasks, such as, helping children to go to the toilet, feeding a group of children, playing and singing with children, helping children to relax before going to sleep…

• They will also collaborate with Municipal Youth Services, planning and developing some activities and workshops for youngsters: talks about the EVS, handicrafts, cooking workshops, workshops in English for youngsters and adults… These activities will be developed according to volunteers skills and abilities and taking into account their own ideas (Schedule for these activities will be established between volunteers and mentor and it can vary along the week).
· Throughout the year, San Clemente Town Hall develops some cultural activities and volunteers can participate in them. For example: Charitable Christmas Street Market, Inter-Cultural Week, Regional Theatre Festival Francisco Nieva....

Accommodation: 

Organization will provide a fully equipped private house. Each volunteer will have her/ his own bedroom and they share a kitchen, bathroom and a sitting- room areas. Participants will share the house with other participants in the activity. Participants are responsible for cleaning his/her clothes and house. Participants are responsible for keeping the living area clean and to take care of the equipment. The house also has a wifi connection, TV, blankets and some tableware, but volunteers must bring their own shits.
Pocket money and money for food:
Participant will receive 150 € per month in concept of money for food and 5 € per day in concept of pocket money.

A bank account will be provided by the organization, where this amount will be received.
As they will collaborate at the Municipal Nursery School, a catering service for lunches will be provided to the volunteers; that is, the Nursery School will provide the lunch food for volunteers from Monday to Friday (with the exception of periods in which Nursery School will be closed).

It is important to know if the volunteer has any allergie, alimentary intolerance…
Travel expenses:

According to the conditions of the Erasmus + programme, participants in EVS project can have their travel expenses reimbursed. The reimbursement covers your departure from your home town (residence) to the place of activities (San Clemente). You must depart from the country you represent: for example, if you are a representative of Germany, you must depart from Germany.  

 Insurance: We advice every participant to get an European Health Insurance Card, and to ask the sending organization for more info about the insurance company that Erasmus + programme covered.
Holidays: Volunteers will have two days per month which will be considered as holidays days. They also will have weekends free (with the exception of some days in which Town Hall develops some activities. In this case, volunteers can decide if they participate in these events or not). They also will have some holidays in periods in which Nursery School will be closed: Christmas, Easter…
How to reach San Clemente:

The best way to reach San Clemente is from Madrid.  From Barajas airport (Madrid) you have to take the metro. The ticket costs about 5 euro for a passenger.
